e Weighing Food Waste: To help children understand the impact of what we throw
away, we are now weighing our food waste after lunch. It's a visual way for
them to see the importance of "taking what you need."

e Energy Efficiency: We are becoming more mindful of our school’s energy. Our
radiators are turned off overnight, and we are teaching the children to "power
down" whenever they leave a room. Some children designed special posters.

e The Reward System: To keep the momentum going, we’ve introduced a "Green
Reward" system. Classes that consistently keep lights off and recycle correctly
can earn:
